The state of our State - Budget Update

Documents revealed:

Hospital bill over
$1million per day

A confidential document provided
to corporate investors, and leaked to
the media, has revealed the true cost
of building the new Royal Adelaide
Hospital.

It has since been revealed that the
cost of delivering the hospital has
nearly doubled and will now reach

$3.2 billion.

This means the total cost to the
taxpayer of the project will reach

$12 billion over the 30 year life of
the hospital consortium, making

a mockery of reassurances before

the 2010 election that the project
presented value for money for South
Australians.

Worse, it means the cost to taxpayers
is now $1.1 million per day, every
day for 30 years, before a single
nurse or doctor is employed.

The shocking mismanagement of the

mergem

health system has already forced the
closure of the Blackwood Hospital
and funding cuts to the Keith and
District Hospital.

The need to plug the funding hole
means millions of dollars that
would have otherwise been spent on
schools, roads and the environment
must now be reallocated to
completing the hospital plan.

Road and transport upgrades abandoned in State Budget

With the Budget heading further into deficit, the Government has abandoned investment in key infrastructure and raised
taxes, charges and collections. Also, there has been no funding commitment made for the construction of the 2nd Freeway

Interchange at Mt Barker.

Of major transport projects promised in recent years;

* $167 million promised for South Road upgrades in the 2005 Budget, including underpasses at Grange Road and Port

Road, has failed to eventuate;

* Plans for the Sturt Road grade separation at South Road are still to be finalised;

* A $12.6 million upgrade to improve major bottlenecks at the Oaklands Park rail crossing has been scrapped in favour of

another multi-million dollar project review; and

* The $193 million rail network
standardisation to drive efficiency
and investment has been delayed.

Worse is that these policy failures
have occurred in the face of massive
revenue windfalls; over the past 9
years the Government has collected
$5 billion more in taxes, charges and
fees than it expected to.

Cost of living up as taxes, charges and fees skyrocket under Labor

Official State Budget papers
presented by Treasurer Jack Snelling
show the cost of living in South
Australia will continue to rise.
